What is Urinary Catheterisation?

Urinary Catheterisation is the act of passing a catheter

into the bladder to drain urine.

What are the benefits for the patient?

� Nerve damage from spinal injury or disease

� Before or after a surgical procedure

What is it?Intermittent

It is a technique that may be carried out by individual

themselves (intermittent self-catheterisation), or by health

care professionals. Once bladder drainage has ceased,

the catheter is removed immediatly afterwards.
